Background and Justification:

Mecklenburg County Park and Recreation is seeking to name the
circular lawn area and garden near the “Spirit of Mecklenburg”
sculpture of Captain James Jack in honor of Dr. Tony Zeiss, President
of Central Piedmont Community College.

Dr. Zeiss’ collaborative leadership was central in forming and
sustaining the Little Sugar Creek Action Committee for the past 12
years.
